Hopefully most of you were able to attend
WASTECON at the Gaylord Resort and Conference
Center at National Harbor in August. From our
perspective, it seemed to go well, albeit there
were some glitches and snafus; notwithstanding,
we hope those of you who went had a good time.
The local committee cannot take credit for the
venue, which seemed to be great, much more
intimate than the Nashville Gaylord last year. The
weather was good too for August. The number of
registrants was 505; the show only attendees,
717.
