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ITRC TO PUBLISH GUIDANCE DOCUMENT
ON ALTERNATIVE COVERS

The Interstate Technology Regulatory Cooperative
(ITRC), a coalition of State and Federal regulatory agen-
cies and consultants, is developing a guidance document
for the use of alternative covers at landfill sites. The
purpose of the document is to provide State regulators
with information about the viability and performance of
alternative covers (e.g., phytocovers, vegetative caps,
etc.), as well as an approach for designing alternative
covers. The document will contain sections on design
criteria, design approaches, closure considerations, and
post-closure care considerations; also, the document
will contain descriptions of several alternative covers
